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This bulletin is different from our previous way of producing bulletins for Morning Prayer. It will help you to
find the readings and prayers for a given Sunday in your Bible and Book of Common Prayer. Before beginning,
find a Bible and a Book of Common Prayer, or use an online prayer book at http://bcponline.org.

Fr. Dave is off on August 9 and 16, and working a light schedule the weeks of August 23 and August 30. Doing
the bulletin this way will enable him to not have to produce a weekly bulletin during this time so that creative
fall programming can be planned.

If you are with other people, one of you can read the part for the officiant and the other the responses; if you
are by yourself, simply read all of it yourself. It works best if you read it out loud.
